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H EN DERSO N REASONABLE ACCOMMODATION

Application

It is the policy of the City of Henderson to provide individuals with disabilities reasonable
accommodation in its rules, policies, practices, and procedures to ensure the equal access to
housing and facilitate the development of housing for individuals with disabilities in compliance
with the Federal Fair Housing Act, Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act, and the Americans with
Disabilities Act (referred to herein as the “Federal Acts.”) This application provides a procedure
for making requests for reasonable accommodations in land use and zoning policies, practices,
and procedures of the City of Henderson to comply fully with the intent and purpose of the
Federal Acts.

Eligible Applicants:

(1) A request for a reasonable accommodation to any provision of the Code or any related policy
or practice may be made by any person with a disability, his or her representative (e.g. family
member, core provider, etc.), or a provider of housing for persons with disabilities, when the
application of such provision, policy or practice may act as a barrier to affording such person
equal opportunity to use and enjoy a dwelling.

(2) A person with a disability is a person who has a physical or mental impairment that limits
one or more major life activities, anyone who is regarded as having this type of impairment, or
anyone who has a record of this type of impairment. While a person recovering from substance
abuse is considered a person with a disability, a person who is currently engaging in the current
illegal use of controlled substances is not.

(3) This Section is intended to apply to those persons who are defined as disabled or
handicapped under the Federal Acts.
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
